Texian Jural Society Glossary

Preamble


The purpose of this glossary is to provide a resource available for any and all Lawful Assemblies of the People of Texas as a distinct branch of government under the Powers of Governance reserved by the People, and is further distinguished from all forms of civil law used by the government in Texas. It is also to provide definitions of words that were in place at the time of the ratification of earlier Texas founding documents, by the People of Texas. This glossary does not exclude the use of  definitions of other Common Law competent authorities from other sources. It is appropriate to have multiple definitions for a word from other authorities although multiple definitions should be in harmony with one another.


Nothing contained in the significations of words and phrases presented in these dictionaries is intended to limit, alter, abrogate or annul the Common Law, Customs and Usages, Precepts, Maxims of Law and the Law of the Land in Texas.  These significations are provided for clarification and ease for the People in reading and understanding the Law of the People,  including, but not limited to the Notices, Declarations, Bills, Constitutions and any and all documents ratified and passed by the Lawful Assemblies of the People of Texas.  The following Dictionaries are approved of by the Texian Jural Society, and shall be amendable by a Lawful Assembly of the People of Texas, and are hereby listed as follows:
